Weave User Guide -- Admin Console

The Administration Console (Admin Console) is used to import data or shapefiles and to
create or re-load Weave sessions. To begin the process:

Log in Log in using credentials (username and password) supplied by your database
administrator. This will not appear on first start up when installing Weave.

Server settings The first time Weave is loaded, use the server settings tab to enter information
about the server and the database. To guide you through the process, Weave provides
additional information in many areas. Click any “i” button for more information.

1. Create a username and password for your Weave installation.

2. Enter a folder name where user-generated configurations will be stored.

3. Connect to your database. Select the server type from the pull down menu. If you do not
have a database already set up, select SQLite. This will provide an embedded database
for your Weave work.

4. When you have finished entering information on this page, select the Save this
database connection button at the bottom of the screen.

Visualizations Use this tab to select and load a previously created Weave instance. Weave
provides several example sessions with embedded data to allow you to get started exploring
Weave features and interacting with the visualized data. Simply click on a file from the menu.
An image of the instance will appear to the right, allowing you to quickly confirm the selection.

1. Click the Open selected file button, double click it on the menu list, or click on the
image to fully restore the instance. The Weave instance will be displayed in a new tab
ready for use.

2. Click on the Delete selected file button to delete the Weave session. This will not affect
any data stored in the underlying database.

3. Click on the Create new file button (or the Open Weave button at the top of the screen)
to open a new blank Weave instance.

Data Hierarchies Use this tab to see an overview of the data already available in Weave. This
tab provides mechanisms to modify the data and metadata fields.

Import data Weave can access data from a database or from a CSV file. Weave then copies
the imported data into a table that it uses to populate visualizations. To use the Admin Console
to import data, select one of the Import data buttons at the top left of the screen: SQL, CSV,
or SHP+DBF.

Open Weave and Recover last session Use these buttons to open or to recover a Weave
session.

1. 8QL -- Use this button to connect to your existing SQL database. This will publish an
existing SQL table through the Weave server. It will not create any new tables in the
database, but will allow Weave users to access the data.

2. SHP+DBF -- Use this button to upload geometric shape files. Weave supports custom

mapping. This button can be used to load standard or custom shapes for maps.

CSV -- Use this button to upload data from a CSV file on your computer.

Open Weave -- Use this button to open a new Weave instance.

5. Recover last session -- Use this button to open the last Weave session
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Import from SQL

Using the “SQL” button, the user can import an existing SQL table through the Weave server.
This function does not create a new table in the database, it simply makes the table accessible
through the Admin Console.

Check the Key Column -- this table column must include unique values for each
row. It is used to link multiple data sets. Check the test button. Weave will return
an “OK” if all rows in the key column are unique.

Enter the Key Type -- this is used to describe the Key Column. If additional data is
uploaded later, the key type can be set to match.

Select the manner in which the data will be used -- as is, reformatted by Weave
for use with a Dimension Slider, or filtered.

Click on the Finish button.

Choose File on Server button to select an existing CSV file from the server.
Use the checkbox at the top left, “Create new table entry even if a matching one
already exists”, if you wish to overwrite an existing table within Weave that has
the same name.

Once the file is selected, select the correct Schema from the drop down
menu. The schema you select will be the schema that your new table will
be placed in. For example, files containing data may be assigned to a
“data” schema, or they may be assigned to a particular project schema
whereas shape files for maps may be assigned to a schema such as
“‘geometry”.

Enter a name for the newly created table. Choose any name that you will
recognize later. If nothing is entered here, Weave will use the uploaded
file name. This is the name of the table that will be stored on the
database. Select overwrite to replace an older table with the new data
table. Click Next button

3. Enter the name for the table as you would like it to be displayed in
Weave. If nothing is entered here, Weave will use the name from step 2.

4. Enter null flag value information Use this to accommodate for missing
values in the data. By default Weave checks for mnemonics such as a
space, no character, and the word NULL. If the imported data file has
used a specific character such as -1 as a place-holder when no data is
available, that character can be entered here. If there are several
mnemonics, enter each, separated by commas. This will allow Weave to
treat it as missing data. If there are no missing values, leave this section
blank.

5. Generate a new primary key column check box To link data from
multiple data sets, Weave uses the concept of a “key column” -- a
common column between the datasets that allows them to be linked by
“overlapping” at that column. For example, FIPS codes used to identify a
geographic location would be the same regardless of the dataset. Leave
this box unchecked if you want to assign a particular column as the key
column. It the box is checked, Weave will create its own number system.
Weave will test the key column and report as OK or failure.

6. Keytype Setthe “type” for the key column here. This is a generic
definition that you can apply to your key column. Later, if an additional
dataset used used the key type can be set to match.

7. Adding metadata -- Use this section to add Dublin Core metadata to
newly imported datasets. Additional metadata can be added using the
data hierarchies tab later.

8. Click Finish to upload.



Open Weave Click on this button to open a new Weave instance using the data that has been
loaded.

Import from SHP+DBF This is used to upload geometric shape files used for maps.

Prior to beginning this process, you must determine which type of geography you intend to
display -- countries, states, municipalities, voting districts, etc. Geometric shapes can be found
online and downloaded to your computer.

For example, shapefiles for US states can be downloaded from the US Census website under
Tiger/Line Shapefiles: https://www.census.gov/geo/maps-data/data/tiger-line.html
